Introduction of Leaders and District Representatives
Welcome to the Boy Scouts of America
· Briefly explain Council and District services.

The BSA Program
· Describe BSA program with enthusiasm; refer to the handbooks for examples.

The Unit Program
· Explain how your unit operates. Describe meeting times and locations, key events and activities.
· Refer to page 5 in the Parent Guide.

Family Involvement
· Stress that Scouting is a family organization. Involvement is required. There are times when exceptions will be made, but one of the most valuable parts of the Scouting program is spending time with family.
· Refer to page 3 in the Parent Guide.
· At this time, separate youth from adults. The unit, with the help of a Boy Scout Troop, should have a 30 minute activity staffed and prepared out of site and sound of the adults.

Time
· Explain “time” as the parent’s investment in their son. One good demonstration is to cut a yardstick down to 18 inches, and tape off the first 7 to 8 inches to visually show how much time is left before the Scout is grown up.
· Ask parents if they would rather serve on a committee or with a den.
· Refer to pages 6 and 7 in the Parent Guide.

Money
· Explain your fees cover registration, insurance and Boys’ Life and are due that evening. Future costs such as uniforms and handbooks may be briefly covered. Explain how popcorn can fund these costs.
· Refer to page 10 in the Parent Guide.
Registration
· Hand out and walk through the boy’s registration form. An experienced leader should sit with parents to help with registration, answer question and RECRUIT LEADERS. All adults not recruited as leaders should be asked to join the unit committee.
Adult Registration
· Describe to parents how to fill out adult applications. Ask for one adult from each family to register. Briefly explain that there will be an approval process.
· Refer to pages 6 and 7 in the Parent Guide.
Administration
· All applications and money should be turned over to the district Representative. Unit should keep Pack copies or registration forms.
· Adult applications should have appropriate signatures before being turned in.
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
